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(Perinatal Mortality Review Tool Process. During this period of time 16 cases were identified
were contributory factors may have contributed to the outcome for the baby. We would not be
able to confirm whether the situations listed as above may have contributed as this is a
subjective view and would require all cases to be reopened and undergo a second and full
multidisciplinary review. Also factors form the list above may have been present, however
would not likely to have affected the outcome. Again this is subjective and would full require
multidisciplinary review.
